
The next retreats at Stonewater Zendo led by Keizan Sensei will be  
Mon 23rd Aug., 6pm start to Fri 27th Aug., finish 3pm.   AND 

Rohatsu sesshin: Wed 8th Dec., start 6pm to Sun 12th Dec., finish 3pm  

Both will start with supper at 6pm and the first sitting is then 
at 8pm. We finish after lunch (about 2pm) on the last day 
although there will be a small amount of tidying up to do. 
Departure time is about at 3pm (please do stay later for 
afternoon walk etc if you wish). 
 
The Stonewater Zendo is south of Penrith. It overlooks 
the River Lowther and across at Knipe Moor, in the hamlet 
of Butterwick, near the village of Bampton Grange. 

The Zendo sits twelve people, with sleeping for 10 
indoors and room for two tents outdoors. The daily 
schedule will include several meditation periods, samu, 
dharma talks and/or Big Mind and interviews with Keizan 
Sensei, informal vegetarian meals, and the opportunity 
to go out for walks in the countryside in the afternoons. 
Please wear a Rakusu if you have one (but not robes).
